Jamie Patrick Shea  (born 11 September 1953 in London) was Deputy Assistant Secretary General for Emerging Security Challenges a NATO Headquarters in Brussels,Belgiumuntil his retirement in late September 2018.He received worldwide attention during the 1999 Kosovo War, when he served as the spokesperson for NATO.[1] He described the civilians killed by the NATO bombing of Serbia in the effort to prevent the Serbs from retaining Kosovo as the "cost to defeat an evil".
 Brookings Institution, often referred to simply as Brookings, is an American Research group founded in 1916 on Think Tank Row in Washington, D.C. It conducts research and education in the social sciences, primarily in economics (and tax policy), metropolitan policy, governance, foreign policy, global economy, and economic development.[
Brookings was founded in 1916 as the Institute for Government Research (IGR), with the mission of becoming "the first private organization devoted to analyzing public policy issues at the national level."The Institution's founder, philanthropist Robert S. Brookings (1850–1932),
The International Institute for Strategic Studies (IISS) is a British research institute (or think tank) in the area of international affairs. Since 1997 its headquarters have been Arundel House in   London, England.
