The driverless buses travel at 52 km an hour.

A new app was launched in a Finnish city in 2016 where passengers can use any means of transport at a flat rate inluding taxis.

People can travel for free on public transport in some EU countries.

Luxembourg has the highest number of cars per 1,000 inhabitants.

In Tallinn  a free public transport system was introduced in 2013.

Ever since the  free public transport system  was launched in Tallinn more and more people have decided to use  it and leave their cars at home. 
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 Eleven out of fifteen counties in Estonia now  offer public transport for free.

Female passengers in New Delhi can use buses for free. 

A great deal of work is being done in Finland to make  future users of these new public transport schemes feel safe.
