In 2017 the mayor of Altena decided to take in more than 100 refugees.
The population of Altena, a town near Düsseldorf, shrunk by half since 1970.
Mr. Hollstein , the mayor of Altena, received the Integration prize in 2017.
He was also stabbed  in a kebab shop by somebody unhappy with his stand.
The acceptance of refugees is greatly hampered by the existing divide between east and west Germany.
One in two refugees find a job in Germany within five years.
Teachers are needed in German classrooms. Everything is done to make this possible
For integration to work long-term committments must be made.
