health camp n NZ – a camp , usually at the seaside, for children requiring health care

health card n Canadian an identity card required to obtain public health insurance services

health care n a the provision of medical services b (as modifier) healthcare workers

health centre  n (in Britain) premises, owned by a local authority, providing health care for the local community and usually housing a group practice, nursing staff, a child-health clinic, X-ray facilities

health check n 1. a medical checkup 2.Brit. any examination carried out to verify the physical condition of an appliance or machine 3.Brit any examination carried out to verify the financial success or security of a company or person

health farm n  a residential establishment, often in the country, visited by those who wish to improve their health by losing weight, eating healthy foods, taking exercise, etc.

health foodn a vegetarian food, often organically grown and with no additives, eaten for its dietary value and benefit to health

healthism n a lifestyle that prioritizes health and fitness over anything else

health physics n  the branch of physics concerned with the health and safety of people in medical, scientific and industrial work, esp with protection from the biological effects of ionizing radiation

health salts pl. N magnesium sulphate or similar salts taken as a mild laxative

Health Service Commissioner n (in Britain) the official name for an ombudsman who investigates personal complaints of injustice or hardship resulting from the failure, absence, or maladministration of a service for which a Regional or District Health Authority or Family Practitioner Committee is responsible, after other attempts to obtain redress have failed
health tourism n travel to a foreign country in order to use its health services.

health visitor  n (in Britain) a nurse employed by a district health authority to visit people in their homes and give help and advice on health and social welfare, esp to mothers of preschool children and to disabled people and elderly people
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
